Reading Update 

Dear Parents/Carers, 

There are no spellings to practice for over half term, as I would like you to focus 

on your reading books. We have noticed in class that many children are not 

passing their Accelerated Reader quizzes. Please can your child read their 

reading book, independently and to an adult, as much as possible over half term. 

If hearing them read, please ask some questions about what is happening, key 

characters and how they might feel. Or, if the book is non-fiction, questions 

about key facts. The children could also create a spider diagram of facts or draw 

a comic strip of the story. 

You may have noticed your child has no longer come home with a Monster 

Phonics Book. This is because, now the children are reaching the later part of 

Year 2, they are much more confident with their phonics sounds and can move 

solely to their Accelerated Reader ‘Quiz’ book (they might refer to this as a library 

book.) 

Your child may have come home with a Read Write Inc phonics book, in addition 

to their quiz book. If so, this is because they could still benefit from a little bit 

more practise of phonics sounds.  

Our phonics scheme in school is in the process of changing from Monster 

Phonics to Read Write Inc. Official information regarding this will be sent after 

half term. 

Thank you for your continued support with your child’s reading in Year 2.
