Uniform Details 

Everyday Uniform 

• White shirt (no t-shirts) 

• Green and yellow striped tie for all girls and boys 

• Grey trousers or Green skirt 

• Green school sweatshirt or Green cardigan 

• Black school shoes (not trainers) 

• In the summer, a green and white gingham dress is an option 

PE Kit 

• White t-shirt/polo top 

• Green/Black shorts 

• Appropriate sports trainers 

• Black tracksuit for colder weather 

All of which must be plain and without logos or stripes.

• Choose comfortable, durable items
